Background

This web streamed training, the sixth the New
York State Department of Health has produced in
collaboration with the New York State Office of
Mental Health and SUNY New Paltz Institute for
Disaster Mental Health, will include two related
segments. The first part will focus on how partici-
pants can support the needs of children following
disasters and other collective traumatic events, in
a developmentally appropriate and trauma-
informed manner. The second segment will ad-
dress the potential mental health consequences
for responders when assisting or treating children
following a traumatic event.
