NY State Fair Infirmary Patient Care Team Description

The patient care team at the Infirmary of the New York State Fair play a critical role in the Public Safety/Public Health domain on the fairgrounds.
Most of the patients can return to the fairgrounds with Basic Life Support Interventions.  These include lacerations (sometimes needing suture or staples), orthopedic injuries, fatigue, Nausea and Vomiting.  On occasion we have stroke or STEMI patients or some form of trauma that would need a higher level of intervention.  
With the other team members, you will be receiving patients from either EMS or walk-in and asses that patient and determine what interventions would best aid the patient.  
A targeted interview and patient assessment are most effective.  Once the assessment is completed then formulate a treatment plan.  There will also be a report to the attending physician.  This report should be able to answer the following questions:
· What is the problem?
· How do you know it is a problem?
· What do you propose to do about it?
The treatment plan will be in collaboration with the other staff.  The final approval of the treatment plan will come from the attending physician.  
Assessment, Medical Decision Making, Make a Plan, Complete the Treatment Plan, and Document the patient interaction.

Some common reporting techniques:
These are pertinent points that should be included in hospital radio reports:
· Patient’s age and gender
· Chief complaint and history of present illness
· Pertinent assessment findings and mechanism of injury (i.e. fall, or motor vehicle accident)
· Pertinent past medical history (major past illness)
· Patient’s mental status
· Pertinent findings of the physical exam
· Treatment and vital signs (baseline)
· Patient’s response to treatment
MIST Report
M – Mechanism
A simple description of the mechanism of injury, i.e., gunshot wound, explosion, fire, building collapse, etc.
I – Injuries
Often combined with the mechanism, i.e., gunshot wound to the leg, bilateral leg amputations from an explosion, severe maxillofacial injury, etc.
S – Signs / Symptoms
Massive hemorrhage, not following commands, no radial pulse, abnormal respiratory rate, oxygen saturation if abnormal, struggling to breathe, audible stridor, etc.
T -Treatment
What was done for the casualty to fix the above-noted issues? i.e., side-by-side tourniquets, wound packed, surgical airway placed, needle decompression for presumed tension pneumothorax, etc.
An example of a MIST report might be: “This is an adult male with a gunshot wound the thigh, massive hemorrhage controlled with two side by side tourniquets, he doesn’t follow commands, and has no radial pulse. His carotid pulse is 130.”
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Situation:
— What is the situation you are writing about?
— Identity self, health care site, area, title, date, etc.
— Briefly state the problem/issue, what is it, when it happened or started, and how
severe.

Background:
Pertinent background information related to the situation:

— History of problem/issue, include date/time.
— List of current situations.

— Most recent occurrences.
— National standards, policy, regulations, standard requirements.

Assessment:
— What is your assessment of the situation?

Recommendation:
— What is your recommendation or what do you want (say what you want done)?
