2. A 40-year-old male presents to the emergency department after he reported being bitten by a snake 3 times on his right hand. He is complaining of numbness at the bite site. His vital signs are, BP 162/87 mmHg, HR 100/min, RR 18/min, O2 98% (RA), and T 98 F.
