1) Patient is a 16-year-old male presenting to the emergency department after an intentional ingestion of household bleach. His vital signs are: HR 87, BP 129/79 mmHg, R 16, O2 100% (room air), T 98.1 F 
 
2) Patient is a 37-year-old female presenting to the emergency department with cough and shortness of breath after an exposure to chlorine gas at work. She reports that she works at a water treatment plant and was exposed to a cloud of the gas due to a faulty valve. Her vital signs are: HR 75, BP 145/91 mmHg, R 16, O2 95% (2L NC), T 97.8 F 

3) Patient is a 57-year-old female presenting to the emergency department agitated, combative, and hallucinating with an unknown history. Her vital signs are: HR 134, BP 148/98 mmHg, R 23, O2 98% (room air), T 101.3 F
