Case 1
A 15-month-old female ingested 5 unknown pills from her grandmother's purse. She has orange residue on her hands and mouth. On arrival to ED:
HR 120/min, BP: 88/68, RR 24/min, O2 87% (RA), T 37 C
Case 2
A 72-year-old male presents to the emergency department after a reported suicide attempt with 90 tabs of amlodipine 10 mg. His wife reports that he did this one hour ago and she brought the bottle in with her. His vital signs are:
BP 100/76, HR 88/min, RR 20/min, O2 99% (RA), T 99 F
Case 3
A 19-year-old male presents to the ED with gait disturbance over the last month. He also has new onset ataxia. He reports quitting vaping 6 months ago. His vital signs are:
HR 100/min, BP 124/84, RR 20/min, 100% (RA), T 36.8 C
